Retford Market Consultation 
 

Proposals to invest more than £400,000 in Retford’s market are being put forward by Bassetlaw District Council as it 
seeks to protect the future of the town’s historic market. The market has been a significant part of Retford’s heritage 
since King Henry III granted its first charter in 1246, and now the Council is taking action to ensure  the market retains 
this tradition, whilst being financially viable. 
 
The Council is now asking all interested parties for their views on two proposals that could create a semi-permanent 
market, and provide additional trading opportunities through the historic Buttermarket, located in Retford Town Hall.  
 
A six-week consultation will take place  from Friday 17th November until Tuesday 2nd January 2024. For more
